	CRITICAL ITEMS

	*01
	Facility permitted: NOI on file – A Permit must be obtained that authorizes the discharge of storm water and an NOI must be on file

	*02
	SWPPP developed– Each permitted construction or industrial facility must have a pollution plan developed.

	*04
	BMP properly implemented in accordance with SWP3 - Best management practices (sediment control measures, good housekeeping) must be implemented as stated in the SWP3.

	*11
	Storm Water sediment discharges prevented – No discharges of sediment permitted.

	*12
	Temporary stabilization controls in place, adequate and functioning – Temporary stabilization measures outlined in the SWP3 of the existing permit must be in place, adequate and functioning at the time of transfer to a new owner/operator of the entire project or a portion of the project (sale of individual lots within a subdivision)

	*14
	70% vegetative cover established, temporary control measures removed – Site must be stabilized to within 70% of the original natural vegetative ground cover.  If the original natural vegetative ground cover was 50% then the required vegetative stabilization required is 35% (.50 X .70 = .35)

	*16
	Operations have ceased - Facility is closed and no longer in operation

	*17
	Permitted discharges have ceased – The facility may be in operation but the authorized activity is no longer in operation (e.g. have changed SIC or NAC code)

	
	NON-CRITICAL ITEMS

	03
	SWPPP posted at the construction or facility site or locally available – The SWP3 must be posted at the construction or facility site for viewing or must be locally available.

	05
	Silt barriers in place, effective and maintained – All barriers described in the SWP3 must maintained and effective in controlling sediment leaving the construction site.

	06
	Sediment basins (if required) adequate and maintained as required – Sediment basins must be adequate size (3600 cubic feet/acre) and maintained (cleaned out when storage capacity is reduced by 50%)

	07
	Inspection of sediment controls at required frequency and documented – Owner/operators are required to conduct inspections of the sediment control measures every 14 days, maintain records of the inspections and modify the SWP3 as needed.

	08
	Vegetation established on completed areas – As sections of a project are completed vegetative stabilization is initiated.

	09
	Offsite tracking of mud and sediment prevented – Offsite tracking of mud and sediment by construction vehicles to be prevented.  Areas that have evidence of offsite tracking are to be cleaned.

	10
	Fugitive dust minimized, control measure implemented – Measures implemented to minimize fugitive dust

	13
	Transfer documentation submitted – NOI submitted to obtain permit

	15
	Permanent control measure installed – Permanent control measures installed in accordance with the SWP3
