2007 Annual Report – Summary of Inspections

Departmental Self Audits for Stormwater Permit Compliance
Summary of Findings:

Training:  The departmental self-audits show that we are off to a good start for municipal employee training.  About 20% of our eligible staff (which means staff working in an area that requires training) has been educated about our City stormwater program.  Six out of 28 people have had municipal good house keeping training, 4 have had erosion control and 3 have had construction site inspection training.  Out of 186 total city employees, 140 are considered eligible for training.   The other 46 people should be trained as part of our public education BMP.   

Work Areas & Maintenance:  Seven of our eleven departments have the ability to directly impact local water quality. Seven of our departments have urban streams in their work area.  We have 11 departments operating out of 10 locations.  Of the departments operating motorized equipment, 10 use a maintenance schedule and 9 take the equipment to repair shops for repair work.  Chemicals used in all departments were generally reported to be stored in a metal cabinet, closet or inside a shop.  Questions about erodible materials were not well answered, leading me to believe that they did not know what I meant.  I will need to add an explanation to my next self-audit sheet such as (erodible materials ie: sand, salt, dirt).

Conclusions:  The questionnaire was designed to accomplish two goals.  First, to educate departments as to how their work and work habits relate to stormwater pollution prevention.  Second, to find out how they were conducting work, and how much potential pollution could be coming from their work areas.  Next year I will model the MWC Audit checksheet, and ask more detailed questions.  js
