Pollution Prevention / Municipal Good Housekeeping
I.  Excerpts from General Permit for Small Multiple Storm Sewer Systems:

Your program description must specifically address the following areas:

· Maintenance activities, maintenance schedules, and long-term inspection procedures for controls to reduce floatables and other pollutants.
· Controls for reducing or eliminating the discharge of pollutants form streets, roads, highways, parking lots, maintenance and storage areas, and salt/sand storage locations and snow disposal areas you operate.

· Procedures for the proper disposal of waste removed from your storm sewer system and your operations, including dredge spoil, accumulated sediments, floatables, and other debris.

II. Authorized Non-Storm Water Discharges

You are authorized to discharge the following non-storm water sources provided you have determined these sources to not be substantial contributors of pollutants to your municipal storm sewer system.  Your list of allowable non-storm water discharges and determination documentation must be included in your Stormwater Management Program Plan.  

a. Water line flushing

b. Landscape irrigation

c. Diverted stream flows

d. Rising ground waters

e. Residential building wash water without detergents

f. Uncontaminated pumped ground water

g. Uncontaminated ground water infiltration

h. Discharges from potable water sources

i. Foundation drains

j. Air conditioning condensate

k. Irrigation water

l. Springs

m. Water from crawl space pumps

n. Footing drains

o. Lawn watering

p. Individual residential car washes

q. De-chlorinated swimming pool discharges
r. Street wash water

s. Fire hydrant flushings

t. Non-commercial or charity car washes

u. Discharges from riparian areas and wetlands

v. Discharges in compliance with a separate permit

w. Discharges or flows from emergency fire fighting activities provided procedures are in place for the Incident Commander, Fire Chief or other on-scene fire fighting official in charge to make an evaluation regarding potential releases of pollutants from the scene.  Measures must be taken to reduce any such pollutant releases to the maximum extent practicable subject to all appropriate actions necessary to ensure public health and safety.  These procedures must be documented in your Stormwater Management Program Plan.  Discharges or flows from fire fighting training activities are not authorized by this permit.
